Transportation Sales Tax Ordinance Summary

Ordinance Elements

Å Transaction and sales tax of one-half of one percent (0.5%) 
transportation sales tax for period of thirty (30) years
ï Generates $1.6 billion (est)

Å Transportation Investment Plan (Expenditure Plan)
ï Specifies projects and distribution of funds

Transportation Sales Tax Ordinance Summary

Features of Ordinance

Å 2/3 Voter Majority Required for Passage

Å Cap on Overhead and Administration
ï Maximum of 1%

Å Funds Must Be Spent as Promised
ï Transportation Improvement Plan is part of ordinance
ï Diversion, raiding illegal
